Racing Rules for KZN  2009

Rules that will be applied by the Road Commission of Cycling KZN to the Road League Series for 2009

Rules are as follows:

1 League races may be held concurrently with open FunRides or held separately. 

2 Special League Rules:

The League Starting Groups should be made up as follows:

i) Long Ride

:Juniors through to Vets 39

ii) Intermediate Ride
:U16 boys and girls, Ladies and

  Vets 40+

iii) Short Ride

 :U14 and under

iv) Any Day Licence Holders

Allocation of Prize Money is at the discretion of the race organisers. Age groups of U14 and under should preferably receive vouchers, trophies or goods rather than prize money if possible.

Start List: Organisers MUST supply the race officials with a full and complete list of riders entered, including their age groups etc, before the commencement of the race. Pre-Entries should close 4 days prior to the race.  Late entries may not be seeded, and  will not be eligible to score points towards the League Series.  Late entries should start in the last group.

Results: After the race (within 48 hours) a complete set of results must be supplied to CKZN, with the Age Categories  as detailed in the Age Categories listing in Item 5 below.  Please note that the Vets Age Categories must be presented in the 5 year splits

Cyclists in possession of Cyclosport and Full Racing Licences are eligible to score points towards the League Series.  Licences are to be presented for inspection at race registration.  No licence --- no entry !!!!
Cyclists are eligible to score points towards the League Series from the date of issue of their Cyclosport or Racing Licence.  No points will be awarded for results attained before this date.

A veteran cyclist shall compete in the same age category, and be eligible to score points only in that category for the entire League Series.

Gear restrictions will apply to all cyclists as per their licence rules.

3. In any races using an Electronic or “Chip” timing system, the “No Chip – No Result” rule will apply.  Any rider found to be using a chip belonging to another rider will be disqualified from the race, and any points scored by that rider in the League Series up to that race will be forfeited.

4. Any rider found to be participating in any race without officially entering   that race will face disciplinary action.

6. The League Series points table will be updated within 7 days of each League Series race.  The updated table will be posted on the CKZN website.  In order to qualify for any League Series awards, a rider must complete at least 65 % of the Series events (ie 5  of 8, or 4 of seven).  The best 6 scores for the year will count towards the rider’s total score for the series.

7. It is the responsibility of every rider to verify their own finishing position in the official results on completing the race and  before leaving the race venue.   Once the results are declared to be official, no further changes will take place, and no discussions entered into.
