AWARD OF PROVINCIAL COLOURS (2009)
1.
KZN road or track cycling colors may be awarded by Cycling-KZN after consideration of the recommendations made by the KZN Road or track Commission.  A team manager or club committee may recommend for consideration to the colours committee the award of colors to any person they deem warrants the honour.
a.) Final recommendations are to be submitted by the end of October to the Road Commissions;
b.) Road Commission to report back to C-KZN executive before the first week in November for ratification of decisions;
c.) Awards to be made at the annual Awards Evening
2.
All other things being equal, due regard shall be had to the following when awarding the respective colors:
a.)Good sportsmanship and good conduct on and off the field of sport will be a pre-requisite of any award of colours.
b.) Colours may be awarded when a rider accumulated a minimum of ten points based on the following:

Representing an official National team with National colours or being awarded national colours
10 points

ii.
Winning a National championship medal
10 points

iii.
Representing an official National team without being awarded National Colours
6 points

iv.
Earning a KZN road championship gold
4 points

v.
Earning a KZN road championship silver
3 points

vi.
Earning a KZN road championship bronze
2 points

vii.
Winning the KZN road League
4 points

viii.
Second in the KZN road League
3 points

ix.
Third in the KZN road League
2 points

x.
Being selected onto a KZN A-Team and attending
1 point

xi
Being selected onto a KZN A-Team, attending the event


and finishing in a medal (1st,2nd or 3rd) position
3 points

c.) Points may be accumulated over a period of time not exceeding one year.
.
d.) In the case of (iv) through to (ix) and (v) through to (x) in the road  criteria , there has to be a minimum of 4 competitors in order to earn these points.  Failing there being 4 or more competitors, the cyclists must have achieved at least a 1st, 2nd or 3rd position in two inter-provincials during a calendar year. 

3.
If a registered official (Official Colours) or current serving administrator (Honours Colours) of Cycling-KZN has rendered service to cycling, he may be recommended for colours to the executive committee by the commission.
To qualify for Officials or Honours Colours, the nominee concerned shall have complied with the following requirements:

i.
At the time of nomination he must be an active registered official or current serving administrator of Cycling-KZN;

ii.
He must have rendered at least 5 years active and meritorious service to Cycling-KZN in an administrative or official capacity;

The total number of these Colours may not exceed 4 in any one year.

4.
If a registered manager has rendered service to Cycling-KZN, he may be recommended for colours to the executive committee by the road commission.

To qualify for Managers Colours, the nominee concerned shall have complied with the following requirements:

i.
At the time of nomination he must be an active registered manager with SACF;

ii.
He must have rendered at least 3 years active and meritorious service to Cycling–KZN and will have managed at least 6 official provincial teams during this period;

The number of Managers Colours may not exceed 4 in any one year.
